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Abstract:Objective:To evaluate the efficacy of traditional Chinese medicine for radiation proctitis.Methods:54 Patients with

radiation proctitis were randomized to receive traditional Chinese medicine or norfloxacin and smectite powder.30 Patients were in

experimental group,24 patients were in control group. Results:The effective rates were 93.3% and 62.5% in experimental and control

group,the difference was significant.Conclusion: Traditional Chinese medicine is effective for radiation proctitis.
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
